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Requirements of the Course

· Journal Writings 15% – Each student will keep a daily journal that reflects on their feeling about the topic of discussion.  These will be collected every three weeks.
· Projects 20% – There are several projects assigned in this class, learning contract research and ultimate gift packet being just a few.  More detail will be given when assigned.
· Quizzes 20% - Assessments of knowledge gained in class are necessary.  A quiz will be taken at the end of each unit studied.  
· Final Exam 20% - A final exam will be taken on the final date to determine retention of information learned in this course.
